Leonardo da Vinci is widely known as a brilliant artist and scientist. Fewer people know that he was also an engineer, an inventor, a toymaker, a machine designer, an architect, a singer, a theatre costume designer and an animal lover! 
Leonardo da Vinci was born on April 15, 1452 in Italy. The name Leonardo da Vinci can be interpreted as Leonard from the Italian town of Vinci. His father was from a rich family.
From his 1 ………., Leonardo was a brilliant painter. He took painting very seriously and studied it regularly. He even created his own paints to be used for his pictures. Seeing this, Leonardo’s father took him to a famous painter, Andrea del Verrocchio, who helped Leonardo to develop his extraordinary painting abilities. Leonardo spent several years learning art in his studio. Once Leonardo was asked to draw a painting of an angel. His drawing was so good that his teacher decided to never paint again.
By the age of 25, Leonardo had 2 ………. his own workshop and had become a famous painter. He was one of the first Italians to use oil paints.  According to art experts, his Mona Lisa is considered to be the best known, the most visited, and the most written about work of art in the world. Nowadays this portrait of a woman hangs in the Louvre Museum in Paris. People don’t know for sure who the Mona Lisa was. But there have been lots of ideas like it was the real-life wife of a merchant, or even a self-portrait of Leonardo as a woman.
Even though he was a great artist, Leonardo had trouble finishing his work. There were so many interesting things to learn and to do. His remarks and inventions were recorded in 13,000 pages of notes and 3 ………. . There were designs for the first parachute, the first helicopter, the first aeroplane, the first tank, the first bicycle, the first swing bridge, and the first motorcar in his diaries. Since Leonardo’s inventions were way ahead of their time, they were never realized during his lifetime. Leonardo also never published any of his notes and drawings. He simply kept personal diaries in which he recorded them.
Leonardo da Vinci wrote most of his notes from right to left. The result of this writing was a mirror script, which was not easy to read. Maybe it was due to the 4 ………. that he wanted to keep his writing secret. According to his pupils, Leonardo da Vinci could write with one hand and draw with the other at the same time.
Another interesting fact about Leonardo da Vinci was that he was a strict vegetarian! This was an 5 ………. thing for a person who lived in the Middle Ages. Leonardo did this not for any health reasons but because he loved animals and was against killing animals for food. He was also against keeping animals in cages. He used to buy caged animals and birds and set them free.
Leonardo Da Vinci died in France, in 1519 at the 6 ………. of 67. His diaries were discovered much later after his death. He is known as one of the greatest painters of all time and, quite possibly, the most talented person that has ever lived.

Lewis Carroll was the pen-name of Charles Dodgson, an English writer and the author of two of the best loved children's books in English Literature – 'Alice's Adventures in Wonderland' and 'Through the Looking Glass'. The 1 ………. and phrases from these books have entered and become part of the English culture, so if someone calls you 'Mad as a Hatter', you know whom to thank.
Charles Dodgson was talented in many ways. Apart from being a creative writer, he was also a Mathematics Don (professor) at Oxford and a well-known logician. He was 2 ………. in photography and music. He sang very well, played chess and enjoyed creating and solving puzzles.
Charles Dodgson was born on 27 January 1832 and spent the first eleven years of his life at Warrington, Cheshire where his father was the priest. His family was large; his parents had 11 children, 4 boys and 7 girls.
Charles was educated first by home-schooling, then at two boarding schools, and finally at Christ Church College, Oxford. Later in life, he remembered his boarding school experience without any warm feelings. Still, he was an excellent student and studied very well in all his subjects.
In 1854 Charles Dodgson got a 1st class degree in Mathematics and one year later he became a lecturer in Mathematics at Christ Church College. It was then that he started his literary career and took his 3 ………., Lewis Carroll. While his creative books and poetry were published under his pen-name, he also wrote books on Mathematics under his own name.
When a new Headmaster arrived at Christ Church College, he brought with him his family. Dodgson became the family’s close friend. The Headmaster’s little daughters, the youngest of which was called Alice, enjoyed his company very much. Charles often 4 ………. the girls by telling them stories about imaginary worlds with fantastic creatures.
The story about the adventures of little Alice became popular all over the world. ‘Alice in Wonderland’ is primarily a children’s story, but adults have enjoyed the novel for over a century together with children.
Many elements of ‘Alice’ were not completely new. Talking animals, for instance, or the story idea in which a child or children are carried away from reality into 5 ………. world. However, it was Carroll who established a new motif that would be used again and again in children’s literature: Peter Pan, The Wonderful Wizard of Oz, the Narnia books, and the Harry Potter books. That is the possibility for the main characters to travel back and forth between the real world and wonderland.
Though his characters travelled a lot between one world and another, Charles Dodgson himself didn’t like being away from home. The only occasion on which (as far as it is known) he went 6 ………. was a trip to Russia in 1867.
He died of pneumonia on 14 January 1898 at his sisters' home. He was 2 weeks away from turning 66.

Пояснительная записка
Цель входного контроля – определить уровень сформированности предметных умений и компетенций у выпускников 9 класса – обучающихся 10 класса в 2025-26 учебном году.
Вид работы – комбинированная контрольная работа по лексике, грамматике и чтению.
Спецификация
1. Назначение контрольной работы. 
Данная контрольная работа предназначена продиагностировать и оценить стартовый уровень общеобразовательной подготовки по английскому языку обучающихся 10 класса на начало учебного года, а также дефицитов, устранение которых повлияет на дальнейшее обучение. Тексты заданий предлагаемой контрольной работы соответствуют ФГОС ООО, формулировкам, принятым в открытых источниках ФИПИ и УМК, включенным в Федеральный перечень.
2. Структура контрольной работы. 
Работа состоит из 4-х заданий на основе трансформации слов грамматически и лексически (раздел in Use), чтение текста и работы со словами в контексте, задание на более детальной понимание содержания текста (раздел Reading). Каждое задание содержит 6 пунктов. Максимальное количество баллов, которые обучающийся может набрать – 24 балла. Работа составлена в двух вариантах.
3. Содержание работы определяется на основе серии УМК «Английский в фокусе» за 5-9 классы. 
В контрольной работе проверяются следующие грамматические темы: порядковые числительные, множественное число существительных, местоимения, притяжательные прилагательные, степени сравнения прилагательных, базовые времена группы Simple и Perfect, выражение I wish I could/had/saw. 
Лексические изменения в словах предполагают правильное использование слов с суффиксами и префиксами, изученными при освоении курса средней школы. Обучающимся следует преобразовать слова в существительные, прилагательные, наречия и глаголы.
В задании №3 обучающимся следует вернуть в текст слова по содержанию и сочетаемости словарных единиц. А задание №4 является продолжением работы над текстом, где надо выбрать ответы «Правда/Неправда/Не сказано», что преследует цель более детального понимания содержания текста.
